1. Acute Gastro-Enteritis (AGE) 

  138 cases of AGE were reported this week. The majority of these cases were reported from Kanchanpur (51 
cases), Lalitpur (7 cases), Gulmi, and Khotang (6 cases from each districts), Bajhang and Okhaldhunga (5 
cases from each districts).
